Course Description: 

 This course is designed to provide beginning agriculture students with an overview of the agriculture and food industry through Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math (STEM). Participation in FFA student organization activities and Supervised Agricultural Experience (SAE) projects is an integral course component for leadership development, demonstration of skills, and reinforcement of class concepts.
